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WORLD SERVICE FUND AND CONFERENCE BENEVOLENCES

FUEL THE MINISTRIES OF THE UNITED METHODIST CHURCH

At the heart of the United Methodist system of Connectional Giving are two funds that support the goals and ministries of the global church and the mission and ministries of the Florida Annual Conference.

Through the World Service Fund, often called the hardest working dollar in the United Methodist Church, we support the boards and agencies of the Church and its outreach ministries around the world.  Our fair-share gifts to World Service, coupled with the Advance Special For Christ and His Church, helps us share the good news of Jesus Christ through the work of 1,812 missionary personnel in 165 nations.    

Just as John Wesley taught us to think of the world as our parish, the World Service Fund provides the means whereby we, as a connected church, can minister globally.  Through our gifts to the World Service Fund, we follow the Wesleyan tradition of doing “all the good we can, as often as we can, for as many people as we can.”

Similarly, through our fair-share apportionments to Conference Benevolences, we support the mission and vision of the Florida Annual Conference.  Like the World Service Fund, Conference Benevolences is a general fair-share fund that supports such programs as our camping and retreats ministries, Florida Storm Recovery Center, United Methodist Communications, youth and young adult ministries, higher education and campus ministries, spiritual formation ministries, council on ethnic diversity, Hispanic ministries, global mission resource center, healthy church academy, lay ministries and office of congregational transformation.  Conference Benevolences also provides support for other Conference ministries, including:

· archives and history programs, 

· inter-religious concerns

· religion and race ministries

· status and role of women

By giving to the World Service Fund and Conference Benevolences we help God’s children everywhere and proclaim our Christian faith.  These two funds are the fuel that powers the work of the Church in Florida and around the world.
